WHY ANNEX? Rapid development and population growth frequently occur just outside city boundaries where property is cheaper and zoning laws may
be less restrictive. Throughout the country, unincorporated “fringe” areas surround small and large cities alike. The development of these fringe communities
brings the problems associated with greater concentrations of people-- Increased traffic congestion on inadequate roads, the need for improved police and fire
protection and inadequate land use planning resulting in disorderly growth. To avoid these problems and take advantage of municipal services for a safer, more-
connected and better-served community, you can annex into the City of North Myrtle Beach.

WHAT ARE THE BENEFITS OF ANNEXATION? By annexing into the City of North Myrtle Beach, you may be able to take advantage of better
services that include the following: Public Safety/Police and Fire Protection, Public Works/Watet, Sewer & Sanitation, Parks and Recreation and Planning and
Development. As a city resident, you may contribute and have a voice in shaping the city’s future growth and development through elected officials, voting on
bond issues, serving on City Council or Planning Commission, or by generally influencing city policies and decisions to continue to improve the quality of life
that makes North Myrtle Beach a wonderful place to live, work, and play.

HOW MUCH DOES ANNEXATION COST? There is no application fee for annexation petitions, but the total cost of annexation depends upon

HOW DO | START A PETITION FOR ANNEXATION AND ZONING, AND WHAT MUST BE SUBMITTED? To initiate the

annexation process, you must submit all required information to the Planning & Development Department at least twenty-five (25) business days
prior to a regularly scheduled Planning Commission meeting according to the meetings and workshops schedule. To proceed with the review process, the
following information may be included in order to be considered a complete submittal:

0 Completed Development Approval Application (Permit): Recorded O Attached plat(s) and/or survey(s) of the area to be annexed

SECTION 6-29-1145. Determining existence of restrictive covenant; effect.
(A) In an application for a permit, the local planning agency must inquire in the application or by written instructions to an
applicant whether the tract or parcel of land is restricted by any recorded covenant that is contrary to, conflicts with, or prohibits
the permitted activity.
(B) If a local planning agency has actual notice of a restrictive covenant on a tract or parcel of land that is contrary to, conflicts
with, or prohibits the permitted activity:
(1) in the application for the permit;
(2) from materials or information submitted by the person or persons requesting the permit; or
(3) from any other source including, but not limited to, other property holders, the local planning agency must not issue
the permit unless the local planning agency receives confirmation from the applicant that the restrictive covenant has been
released for the tract or parcel of land by action of the appropriate authority or property holders or by court order.
(C) As used in this section:
(1) "actual notice" is not constructive notice of documents filed in local offices concerning the property, and does not
require the local planning agency to conduct searches in any records offices for filed restrictive covenants;
(2) "permit" does not mean an authorization to build or place a structure on a tract or parcel of land; and

(3) "restrictive covenant" does not mean a restriction concerning a type of structure that may be built or placed on a tract or
parcel of land.
