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January 16, Planning Commission Meeting (Rescheduled from January 9): 

NEW BUSINESS 

A. ANNEXATION & ZONING DESIGNATION Z-23-25: City staff received a petition to 
annex ±0.19 acres on Little River Neck Road identified by PIN 351-06-02-0030. The lot 
is currently unincorporated and zoned Single-Family Residential 10 (SF10) by Horry 
County. The petition also reflects the requested City of North Myrtle Beach zoning district 
of Single-Family Residential Low-Density (R-1) and will be heard concurrently. 

Action: The Planning Commission voted unanimously to recommend approval of the petition for 
annexation and zoning. The item was forwarded to the City Council to be considered for first reading of 
ordinance at the January 8 meeting. 

B. FINAL SUBDIVISION PLAT SUB-23-67: A major final bonded plat of subdivision creating 
75 single-family residential lots, open space, and public rights-of-way in Kingswood on 
the Waterway. 

Action: The Planning Commission voted unanimously to -approve the major final plat of subdivision. 

C. FINAL SUBDIVISION PLAT SUB-23-116: A major final bonded plat of subdivision 
creating three commercial lots and private rights-of-way in Park Village. 

Action: The Planning Commission voted unanimously to -approve the major final plat of subdivision. 

D. EXTERNAL ACCESS WAIVER AW-24-01: Waiver request to § 20-40(c.1)(3) seeking 
relief from the required three external access points at Parkway Apartments. The 
development was previously granted a waiver requiring an upgrade from the NFPA 
13R to the NFPA 13 sprinkler system in lieu of the required three access points. 

Action: The Planning Commission voted unanimously to -approve the access waiver. 

E. STREET PLANNING MANUAL UPDATE SPM-24-1: City staff has proposed a revision 
to the Street Planning Manual providing clarification to alternate pedestrian 
accommodations. 

Action: The Planning Commission voted unanimously to -approve the Street Planning Manual update. 

F. PRELIMINARY SUBDIVISION PLAT SUB-23-87: A major preliminary plat of 
subdivision creating 112 residential lots, common area, pump station site, and rights-
of-way in Phase One of the Lauret Tract. 

Action: The Planning Commission voted unanimously to approve the major preliminary plat of 
subdivision. 
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
