The North Myrtle Beach Board of Zoning Appeals met on Thursday, February 8, 2023, at 5:00 p.m. in 

the Council Chambers of City Hall at 1018 2nd Avenue South and took the following actions: 

 

1. APPROVED VARIANCE #V53-23:  Application by Frank Boulineau for a variance to erect an 
electronic message sign at 2315 North Ocean Blvd. zoned Resort Commercial, RC District. 
 

2. APPROVED VARIANCE #V3-24: Application by Steven Martin for a variance of side yard 
setback for a propane tank at 5400 Little River Neck Road, lot 167 zoned Planned 
Development District, PDD.  
 

3. APPROVED VARIANCE #V4-24: Application by Chad Hatley for a variance to place a 
swimming pool in the rear project setback at 629 Water Oak Lane zoned Medium Density 
Residential, R-2 District.  
 

4. APPROVED VARIANCE #V5-24: Application by Chris Chockley for a variance to remove 13 
protected trees with 5 of them exceeding 24” in diameter at Waterside Phase 2, Sycamore, 
located off Old Water Tower Road Zoned Planned Development District, PDD.

NEW BUSINESS 

A. MAJOR PLANNED DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT AMENDMENT Z-24-2: City staff 
received an application for a major amendment to the North Beach Plantation Planned 
Development District (PDD) revising the monument signage to a pylon-type road sign on 
North Market Street off 48th Avenue South. 

Action: The Planning Commission voted unanimously to recommend approval of the major PDD 
amendment. The item was forwarded to the City Council to be considered for first reading of ordinance 
at the March 4, 2024, meeting. 

B. MINOR PLANNED DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT AMENDMENT Z-24-3: City staff 
received an application for a minor amendment to the Barefoot Resort Planned 
Development District (PDD) revising the pool at the Cottages at the Dye Club. 

Action: The Planning Commission voted unanimously to -approve the minor PDD amendment. 

C. MAJOR PLANNED DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT AMENDMENT Z-24-4: City staff 
received an application for a major amendment to the Parkway Group Planned 
Development District (PDD) revising pedestrian circulation in the Rosewood 
neighborhood of Waterside. 

Action: The Planning Commission voted unanimously to recommend approval of the major PDD 
amendment. The item was forwarded to the City Council to be considered for first reading of ordinance 
at the March 4, 2024, meeting. 

D. MAJOR PLANNED DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT AMENDMENT Z-24-5: City staff 
received an application for a major amendment to the Parkway Group Planned 
Development District (PDD) for signage at Parcel 3/Building 4 of the Palmetto Coast 
Industrial Park. 

Action: The Planning Commission voted unanimously to recommend approval of the major PDD 
amendment. The item was forwarded to the City Council to be considered for first reading of ordinance 
at the March 4, 2024, meeting. 

E. MAJOR PLANNED DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT AMENDMENT Z-24-6: City staff 
proposed a major amendment to the Parkway Group Planned Development District 
(PDD) creating Fire Station #7. 

Action: The Planning Commission voted unanimously to recommend approval of the major PDD 
amendment. The item was forwarded to the City Council to be considered for first reading of ordinance 
at the March 4, 2024, meeting. 

F. MAJOR PLANNED DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT AMENDMENT Z-24-7: City staff 
received an application for a major amendment to the Tidewater Plantation Planned 
Development District (PDD) renovating and expanding the Clubhouse. 

Action: The Planning Commission voted unanimously to recommend approval of the major PDD 
amendment. The item was forwarded to the City Council to be considered for first reading of ordinance 
at the March 4, 2024, meeting. 

G. EXTERNAL ACCESS WAIVER AW-24-2: Waiver request to § 20-40(c.1)(3) seeking 
relief from the required separate fire apparatus access road at Sovereign Village. 

Action: The Planning Commission voted unanimously to approve the external access waiver under the 
conditions that NFPA 13D sprinkler systems be provided in all units and the development incorporated 
Firewise landscaping principles. 
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H. PRELIMINARY SUBDIVISION PLAT SUB-23-111: A major preliminary plat of 
subdivision creating 163 residential lots, common area, and rights-of-way in the 
Sycamore neighborhood of Waterside. 

Action: The Planning Commission voted unanimously to approve the major preliminary plat of 
subdivision. 

I. PRELIMINARY SUBDIVISION PLAT SUB-23-105: A major preliminary plat of 
subdivision creating four commercial lots, one pump station lot, and private right-of-way 
at the McDowell Corporate Center in the Parkway Group Planned Development District 
(PDD). 

Action: The Planning Commission voted unanimously to approve the major preliminary plat of 
subdivision. 
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
