3. APPROVED BZA-25-24: Application by Phillip Hornbeck for a variance to remove protected trees at the
proposed Bahama Island development off Bowline Drive directly south of the NMB RV Resort and
Drydock.

July 22, Planning Commission Meeting:
NEW BUSINESS

A. MAJOR PLANNED DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT AMENDMENT Z-25-9: City staff received an
application for a major amendment to the Parkway Group Planned Development District (PDD)
creating the Eagle’s Nest Village, a retail center with retail and office space, convenience store,
and restaurants on a 5.4-acre site on Water Tower Road.

Action: The Planning Commission voted unanimously to recommend approval of the major PDD amendment. The
item was forwarded to the City Council to be considered for first reading of ordinance at the August 18, 2025,
meeting.

B. ANNEXATION & ZONING DESIGNATION Z-25-10: City staff received a petition to annex +2.29
acres on Little River Neck Road identified by PIN 351-06-02-0021. The lots are currently
unincorporated and zoned Commercial Forest Agriculture (CFA) by Horry County. The petition
also reflects the requested City of North Myrtle Beach zoning district of Single-Family Residential
Low-Density (R-1) and will be heard concurrently.

Action: The Planning Commission voted unanimously to recommend approval of the petition for annexation and
zoning. The item was forwarded to the City Council to be considered for first reading of ordinance at the August
18, 2025, meeting.

C. SKETCH PLAN SUB-25-12: A sketch plan of subdivision creating 17 residential lots on Hillside
Drive North between 16t and 18t Ave N on Block 45 of Tilghman Estates.

Action: The Planning Commission voted unanimously to approve the sketch plan of subdivision.

D. ZONING ORDINANCE TEXT AMENDMENT ZTX-25-6: City staff has initiated a text amendment
removing regulations for driveway width from the zoning code.

Action: The item was withdrawn by staff prior to the meeting as the regulation was still required for the site-specific
development plan process.

E. ZONING ORDINANCE TEXT AMENDMENT ZTX-25-7: City staff has initiated a text amendment
revising allowed locations for electronic message board signs.

Action: The Planning Commission voted unanimously to recommend approval of the zoning text amendment. The
item was forwarded to the City Council to be considered for first reading of ordinance at the August 18, 2025,
meeting.

F. ZONING ORDINANCE TEXT AMENDMENT ZTX-25-8: City staff has initiated a text amendment
defining pervious and impervious surfaces and creating an exception for swimming pools.



Action: The Planning Commission voted unanimously to recommend approval of the zoning text amendment. The
item was forwarded to the City Council to be considered for first reading of ordinance at the August 18, 2025,

meeting.

G. CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROJECT REVIEW CIP-25-1: In accordance with § 6-29-540 of the
SC Code of Laws, City staff will present a proposed Water Transmission Improvements project,
which includes the construction of a new ground storage tank and 30” transmission main near

Barefoot Resort Bridge Road.

Action: The Planning Commission voted unanimously found the proposed capital improvement project to
be consistent with the Comprehensive Plan.
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
